Included: 

 -20 silver pyramids

 -silver stickers

 -optional pyramid base

 -instructions on how to build your own pyramidal shapes

What to do:

 Using the stickers included, attatch the pyramidal pieces 

to form a kenetic sculpture.  The inverted pyramid that the pieces 

are stored in may be used as a base, although this is optional. 

Among the pyramidal pieces are two that have already been 

connected. Use this piece as an example for how to complete the 

rest, and try to think of  new ways to connect the pieces. 

As you work, think about different ways that your sculpture can 

move. How does it reflect light? How many shapes can you attatch 

to one side of  another shape? Is your sculpture representative, or 

abstract?

If  you find that you would like to create more pieces, follow the 

included instrucion card. Experiment with different materials and 

textures. Explore using contact paper, aluminum foil, magezines, or 

any other interesting material you can find.  Think about how these 

materials will interact with the silver.

How does the sculpture you create represent your journey to 

becoming a graphic designer?

When you are finished: 

 After you have completed and are satisfied with your 

sculpture, photograph it and post it to GDMiami on Flickr.  Post to 

the album ‘recruit’. Feel free to post several pictures, including a few 

versions of  the different ways your sculpture can move.  

Experiment with different ways to photograph it (again, how does 

light play off  your creation?) .

Include with your first photograph a brief  artist’s statement. Tell us 

how the project made you feel and what inspired you.

Lastly, within your artist’s statement, come up for a name for this 

project. Let your experiences guide you and think about the 

construction of  the piece throughout the entire process.

Use this equalateral triangle as a guide for the dimensions of  the sides of  your pieces.
The pieces included in this kit are made from 1/16 in. thick bass wood. This can be found 
at most arts and crafts stores with other modeling materials. 

Use a cork-backed metal ruler and an exacto knife with a #11 blade to cut them. 
NOTE: Always use a fresh blade, and remember, don’t try to get it in one cut. It may take 
several strokes to achieve a clean cut.
 
If  you don’t have access to these materials, try gluing together two to three cereal boxes 
(for added stability). Cut with an exacto, or sharp scissors.

For best results, create a geometric pattern to use the most of  your materials and create 
less waste: 

You will need five triangles for each pyramidal shape.

The gray shape to the left is the shape of  your paper (or other 
material). 

To glue this piece together, use rubber cement, regular white 
glue, or another adhesive appropriate to your medium.

Fold in and glue the six smaller tabs first. This is to make 
sure none of  the stabalizing material is visible.

Next, fold in and glue every other large tab.

Last, use the remaining tabs and glue it to the outside (the 
part that will be showing when it is finished) of  the triangle 
next to it. This will involve keeping the middle triangle flat, 
and raising the two that you are joining together.

This should give you a finished piece. Repeat as many times as 
you like! Enjoy the process! It’s design!
